Leaving a gift in your will to the Archbishop’s Palace Conservation Trust is a way to support Otford Palace after your lifetime, by making a bequest as part of your estate planning.
You can leave either a specific amount (pecuniary), a share of the whole of your residue, or a specific item (for example property, shares or valuable).  To include the Archbishop’s Palace Conservation Trust in your will, your solicitor (or whoever is drawing up the will) will need the full charity name, address and charity number. (See below).
If you already have a will, you may be able to leave your legacy by drawing up a simple codicil. A suggested wording for your solicitor is:
“I give to the Archbishop’s Palace Conservation Trust (Registered charity number 11734860 the sum or £…. (or ….% of the residue of my estate) to be used for its general charitable purposes, and I declare that the receipt of the Trust’s secretary or other proper officer, shall be a full and sufficient discharge.”
We recommend consulting a solicitor to ensure that your will is valid and reflects your wishes.  It would be helpful for us if you can then advise the Trust that you have left this gift.
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
